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28 A man is not a Jew if he is only one outwardly, nor is circumcision merely outward and physical.
29 No, aman is a Jew if h e is one inwardly; and circumcision is circumcision of the heart,
by the S pirit, not by the written code.
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Do | value GodOs word in my life over worldly teachings _?
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Circumcision is nothing and uncircumcision is nothing. Keeping GodOs commands is what counts.
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How about my relationships ? Is my love what God defines ?
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For in Christ Jesus neither circumcision nor uncircumcision has any value. The only thing that counts is
faith expressing itself through love. (NLT: faith that makes you love others.)
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Why am | a Christian ? Because | was born into a Christian family ?
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Neither circumcision nor uncircumcision mean s anything; what counts is a new creation.
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How is my secret private life ? Is my life worthy of GodOsinvitation to his Kingdom _?
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In him you were also circumcised, in the putting off of the sinful nature,
not with a circumcision done by the hands of men bu t with the circumcision done by Christ,

Let them be a living and holy sacrifice N the kind he will accept. When you think of what he has done for
you, is this too much to ask?
