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As Christians, we need to see people in t wo basic categories.  
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People who know Christ , and people who don't know Christ . 
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For those who are Christians, they are our  family now.  
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For those who are not  Christians, we are to act as Christ's ambassadors  to them.  
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We are therefore Christ's ambassadors, as though God were making his appeal tthrough us. We implore you 
on Christ's behalf: Be reconciled to God. God made him who had no sin, to be sin for us, so that in him we 
might become the righteousness of God.  
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Reconciliation: Bringing together two people who were enemies , and making them friends . 
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A warning: Do not be unequally yoked.  
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Do not be yoked together with unbelievers. For what do righteousness and wickedness have in common? Or 
what to fellowship can light have with darkness?  
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To be unequally yoked means to be in a relationship with a person where their life influences  yours, and your 
relationship with Christ..  
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A key question to ask about your relationships with non -Christians:  
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So as God's people, what do we do?  
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Put some distance  between yourself and those who are pulling you away from God.  
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 Don't form close relationships  that  have the potential to pull you away from Christ.  
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Do tie yourself in close relationships  with other Christians.  
 
Small group questions:  
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Who are the people in your life that God wants you to be an ambassador to?  
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 Are there any relationships in your life that are influencing you and pulling you away from Christ?
